· ADDITIONAL COURSES: For your own protection, we discourage our students from embarking on other religious or philosophical courses at this time, as it may cause confusion. If you wish to go down this route, please discuss with the Course Director
· STUDENTS’ RESPONSIBILITY AND ACCOUNTABILITY: Each student is solely accountable, taking full responsibility for your own learning as a probationer on this Course. 

· COURSE FEES: All course fees must paid by the student before starting their course, (or an instalment arrangement made), Payment by instalments is accepted provide you set up monthly payments by Standing Order with your own bank. Our banking details are obtainable upon request. 

· MODULAR EVALUATION OF STUDENTS’ WORK: Upon completion of each module, the Course Director will provide the student with feedback. 

· END OF COURSE EVALUATION: Upon completion of all 7 modules of this course, the student will provide the Course Director with an Evaluation of the course.
· ANY PROBLEMS: That you keep in touch with the Course Director should you experience any difficulties with the modalities. Sometimes, work and /or family pressures become overwhelming. Should you feel outside pressures on you are too great at any time, let us discuss this- it may be that for you....the best thing would be to defer this kerning event for a short while.

· NURTURING REGULAR SUPPORT: The student is advised to make regular contact with your fellow students by telephone, email or by Skype.

· TAKING RESPONSIBILTY: Each student must take responsibility for keeping in touch with your named Buddy, assigned to you by the  TCOSF, on a fortnightly basis. This can be by telephone, email or Skype.

· LIVESTREAM: Each student joins their fellow students on Livestream for daily Morning and Evening Prayer, whenever that is convenient. 

· That you join your spiritual family on the nightly Heart to Soul Livestream Prayer Vigil for Global Peace, when this is convenient.

· Regular contact on Livestream will be taken into consideration at Final Interview with the Course Director, your Named Buddy and a member of the Pastoral team. 

· That you complete all 7 modules within the 6 months’ probationary period of learning to qualify for consideration for the 3 Year Seminary Course.

· SPIRITUAL RETREAT: Module 7 of the Tree of Life Course invites each student Oblate to make a weekend spiritual retreat. This can be alone within your own home, or it can be taken at the Monastery of Saint Francis in Cumbria by prior arrangement. Contact Brother Sean to discuss costs. 
· Monthly (In-House) Interfaith Service All Student Oblates, Seminarians and their friends are welcome to our monthly interfaith service on the 1st Sunday of each month at MOSF, South Lakes. Start: 02.00PM (GMT).
· HEAD OF FACULTY: That each student is made aware at the outset, that an evaluation of their performance and commitment to study will be sent to the Head of Faculty of the Pastoral Team for their deliberation and consideration before a place is offered on the seminary course.

Upon completion of the 6 months probationary Period of Training as a student Oblate the Head of Faculty will invite you to meet to discuss the way forward for you..

As part of our commitment to your ongoing spiritual growth and development within the Pastoral Team of the Tau Community of Saint Francis, we like to encourage all our members to rediscover their hidden skills and talents by becoming a live presenter on our Livestream ‘Heart to Soul Interfaith Prayer Channel. Ongoing support and training will be provided to you at every level of acquiring these skills. 

To remain an active member within the Tau Community of Saint Francis, each student is encouraged to demonstrate an overall commitment to our Mission Statement and Vision- see below and networking in their area. An idea would be to set up a weekly meditation-healing group by implementing the course modules for the benefit of others. This is another proactive way of ‘spreading the word.’
